6. Topics of Discussion – Follow-Up: Waterways

• Complaints concerning noise of jet skis and other motorized boats on 
waterways late at night 
• Specific Laws concerning personal watercrafts (PWC) state that for 
safety reasons jet skis and other PWC cannot be operated after sunset 
• BUT there is no law against the noise of the vehicles
• Residents can call the Environmental Police if PWC is being operated 
after dark at: 1-800-632-8075
• And note, Code of Ordinances, Section 9-112. Noise prohibition

“It shall be unlawful for any person to make, continue or cause to be made or 
continued any loud, unnecessary, or unusual noise or  any noise which either 
annoys, disturbs, injures, or endangers the comfort, repose, health, peace, or 
safety of others within the limit of the city”

“The standing or parking of any commercial vehicle between the hours of 
12:00 a.m. to 6 a.m. on any day on any part of any street, way, highway, 
road, or parkway under the control of the city of Somerville is prohibited”
